Armed rebellion

State level emergency (Art 356) can be
proclaimed @ citing failure of
constitutional machinery in the state.
Financial emergency provision as per
Article 360 can be proclaimed when the
Gol is in dire need of financial resources.
Money Bill refers to a bill (draft law)
introduced in the Lower Chamber of
Indian Parliament (Lok Sabha) which
generally covers the issue of receipt and
spending of money, such as tax laws,
laws governing borrowing and
expenditure of the Government,
prevention of black money etc.

A Money Bill may only be introduced in
Lok Sabha, on the recommendation of
the President. It must be passed in Lok
Sabha by a simple majority of all
members present and voting. Following
this, it may be sent to the Rajya Sabha
for its recommendations, which Lok
Sabha may reject if it chooses to. If such
recommendations are not given within
14 days, it will deemed to be passed by
Parliament.
